We are often wrong when
we judge the motives of another person, but
may I ask if I am correct in believing that
your motives and the motives of other
Jehovah’s Witnesses in being so zealous in
the propagation of your message would
include the following points?

2. You believe that good works, especial-
ly witnessing is a condition of salvation, and
that unless you do serve Jehovah and unless

3. You zealously serve Jehovah because
you believe that His kingdom is now being
established on the earth through the Watch-
tower Society which you believe to be
Jehovah’s Theocratic Organization.

4.In 1975 you and other Jehovah’s
Witnesses are especially zealous in witness-
ing and in getting out the Watchtower
literature because you believe that the
Great Tribulation, especially Armageddon
is just ahead. You have been taught that
the year 1975 completes 6,000 years of
human history, and that it is very likely
that this will be the year of Armageddon.

If any of the above points are wrong,
or if | have failed to list other reasons for
your motivations, I shall be grateful to be

corrected by you

1.1, too, believe that I have the truth
and 1 am eager to share it with others.

2.1, too, believe very strongly in the
importance of good works and of witness-
ing. However, [ believe that works are the
result of salvation and not the condition
of it. Works are the fruit and not the root!

3.1, too, believe in the Kingdom of God.
The Lord Jesus said that unless a man was
born again he could not see the kingdom of
God (John 3:3). The Bible teaches that
God’s kingdom will be established on the
earth when the Lord Jesus Christ returns
to the earth as King of Kings and Lord of
Lords (Revelation 19:11-15).

4.1, too, believe that every Scriptural
sign indicates that the world stands on the
threshold of the Great Tribulation, and
that Armageddon is just around the corner.
You believe that in some unexplained way
Jehovah will protect Jehovah’s Witnesses
and keep them from being killed during
Armageddon. I, too, am expecting to miss
the Great Tribulation and Armageddon.
My expectations are based on the Word
of God and my relationship to the Lord
Jesus Christ. Here is the Scriptural way
to escape Ammageddon: ‘“‘For the Lord
himself shall descend from heaven with a
shout, with the voice of the archangel, and
the trump of God: and the dead in Christ
shall rse first: Then we which are alive
and remain shall be caught up together
with them in the clouds, to meet the Lord
in the air: and so shall we ever be with the
Lord. Wherefore comfort one another with
these words” (1 Thessalonians 4:16-18). You
are convinced that the Watchtower Society
is right, and I am convinced that it is
wrong. Permit me to give you some of the
reasons why I am convinced that the WTS
is wrong.



1. Both of us believe that Satan is a liar
and a deceiver (Rev. 12:9).

2. Both of us believe that in the last days
there will be many false teachers on the
earth.

3. Both of us believe that there are
many corrupt and false practices in Christ-
endom.

4. You are convinced that you do study
the Bible in the right way. I am convinced
that you study it in the wrong way. You are
convinced that the right way to study the
Bible is to study with the aid of the Watch-
tower literature. They have convinced you
that this is true. Their literature teaches
you that if you study the Bible apart from
their literature you will soon be in darkness.
Bonafide Bible students use several methods
of Bible Study. They do not use literature
that is put out by any one society or group.
I would not want to study the Bible with
literature put out by any one denomination.

Both aof us are agreed that there are many
false religions in the world today, and every
false religion has several marks that identify
it as being a false religion. In America we
have many pseudo-Christian religions better
known as cults. One mark of every cult is
that it takes the Bible AND some other
book or kind of literature. For example,
the Mormons take the Bible AND the book
of Mormon. The Christian Scientist takes
the Bible AND Science and Health with
the Key to the Scripture by Mrs. Eddy. The
Seventh Day Adventist takes the Bible AND
the writings of Mrs. Ellen White. The Catho-
lic Church takes the Bible AND the author-
ity of the Church. They put the authority
of the Church above the Bible. The Watch-
tower Society takes the Bible AND the
literature put out by the WTS. For this
reason they can never come up with the
right answers. None of the cults can come

up with the right answers because all of
them take the Bible AND ... .. I constant-
ly plead with Jehovah’s Witnesses to study
the Bible by itself and if you will do this
you will soon see that the teaching of the
Bible and the teaching of the WTS are not
in harmony. But if you persist in studying
the Bible with the help of the WT literature
you will never know what the Bible really
teaches. I have the testimony of several
Jehovah’s Witnesses who tell that they were
converted when they made an independent
study of the Bible. What do you have to lose
by trying this?

5.1 am convinced that the WTS is wrong
because their doctrines are contrary to the
teachings of the Bible. Their doctrines are
wrong because they use the Bible AND the
WT literature. I have discussed these doc-
trines in my book HEART TO HEART
TALKS WITH JEHOVAH’S WITNESSES.
I will be glad to send you a free copy, if you
will write for it.

6. I am convinced that the WTS is wrong
because they have deliberately changed the
sacred text of the Bible whenever it is
necessary to do so in order to prove their
doctrine.

A. They have changed the correct rend-
ering of John 1:1 which reads, “In the
beginning was the Word, and the Word was
with God, and the Word was God.”

C. They translate Philippians 2:5,6 as
follows, “Keep this mental attitude in YOU
that was also in Christ Jesus, who, although
he was existing in God’s form, gave no
consideration to a seizure, namely, that he
should be equal with God.”

D. In Colossians 1:16-20 they have
inserted in parenthesis four times the word
“other’” without having any textual warrant
for having done so. Their aim in doing this
was to discredit the deity of Christ.

Do not accept
statements as truth merely because they
were published by the WTS or because
they are made by Homer Duncan.

“Examine yourselves, whether ye be in
the faith; prove your own selves. Know ye
not your own selves, how that Jesus Christ
is in you, except ye be reprobates”
(2 Corinthians 13:5).

If you know that Christ is in you, and
if you now know that you have everlasting
life, you are the first JW that I have ever
known who believes this.

1) Do you now have everlasting life?

2) Have you passed from death to life?

John 5:24 in THE NEW WORLD
TRANSLATION reads, “Most truly I say
to you, He that hears my word and be-
lieves him that sent me has everlasting life,
and he does not come into judgment but
has passed over from death to life.”

‘ I know that you believe that the Bible
is the Word of God. Do you believe this
verse of Scripture? Jehovah is the One who
sent the Lord Jesus Christ into the world.
The Lord Jesus said that if we believe
Jehovah we have everlasting life. This verse
qf Sf:ripture clearly teaches that everlasting
life Is a present possession and not a future
fnttamment. We now have everlasting life
!f we have the Lord Jesus Christ. “And thjs,
15 the witnesses given, that God gave us
everlasting life, and this life is in his Son.

He that has the Son has this life; he that
does not have the Son of God does not have
this life” (I John 5:11,12-NWT).

Yes, it is just that simple. ‘“‘He that hath
the Son hath life!”’ The issue is, Do you
have Christ? Dozens of Scriptures tell us
that salvation is the free gift of God
(John 3:16; 4:10; Romans 5:15-21; 6:23;
2 Corinthians 9:15; Ephesians 2:8).

Jehovah God gives salvation as a free
gift to all who accept the Lord Jesus Christ
as their own personal Savior (John 1:11,12;
Revelation 3:20). Jehovah gives us salvation
as a free gift on the basis of what the Lord
Jesus did for us in His atoning death on the
Cross. The Lord Jesus made seven utter:
ances as He hung on the Cross (or if you
prefer-torture stake). One of those cries was
“It is finished” (John 19:30). Or if you

prefer the rendering of the NWT, he cried,
«[t has been accomplished.” The Kingdom
Interlinear Translation of the Greek Scrip-
tures shows that this word is Tetelestai,
which in common usage means “Paid in
Full.”” It is the word-that merchants stamp-
ed on an invoice when it was paid. When
you and I pay a note at the bank, the
banker stamps it ‘‘Paid in Full.”

If a bill has been paid in full, do we
have to pay it again? Every month [ go to
the bank and pay on the note that I owe.
Suppose that a wealthy friend of mine
knows that I have been having a hard time
financially, so he goes to the bank and
pays the full amount that I owe on my
note. If he pays for me will I have to pay
too? Would the banker be an honorable
and honest man, if he were to accept my
friend’s payment and then make me pay
too? You know the answer to these ques-
tions.

When the Lord Jesus Christ died on
Calvary’s Cross, He paid the sin debt for
the whole world (1 Cor. 15:3; 1 Peter 2:
24; 3:18; 2 Cor. 5:21; 1 John 2:1). “He
was delivered up for the sake of our tres-
passes and was raised up for the sake of
declaring us righteous” (Romans 4:25-
NWT). Since the Lord Jesus has paid the
penalty for our sins we will not have to
pay too. Jehovah could not be and would
not be a holy and just God, if He accepted
the ransom that Christ paid for our sins on
the torture stake, and then made us pay
too.

My dear friend, this is the heart of the
Gospel message. In the NEW WORLD
TRANSLATION it is stated in this way,
“Now I make known to YOU, brothers,
the good news which I declared to YOU,
which YOU also received, in which YOU
also stand, through which YOU are also

being saved, with the speech with which
I declared the good news to YOU, if YOU
are holding it fast, unless, in fact, YOU
became believers to no purpose. For 1
handed on to YOU, among the first things,
that which I also received, that Christ died
for our sins according to the Scriptures;
and that he was buried, yes, that he has
been raised up the third day according to
the Scriptures” (1 Cor. 15:14).

We are saved by inviting the living Christ
to come into our heart. “However, as many
as did receive him, to them he gave author-
ity to become God’s children, because they
were exercising faith in his name” (John 1:
12-NWT). Have you invited the Lord Jesus
Christ to come into your heart? If you have
Him, you now have everlasting life (John 5:

24).
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Did you become a Jehovah’s Witness by
studying the Bible, or did you become a
Jehovah’s Witness by studying literature put
out by the Watchtower society?

The name JEHOVAH’S WITNESSES is
derived from Isaiah 43:10. You deride
Christians for believing in the Trinity, and
refer to the Trinity as a three-headed mon-
strosity. How do you explain the last part of
Isaiah 43:10 which in the NWT reads:
“Before me there was no God formed, and
after me there continued to be none.” How-
ever, the WTS teaches that Jesus is a mighty
God, a lesser deity. So you have two God’s
a big one and a little one, but the Bible says
that there is but one God. How do you
explain this? As you answer this question,
please keep in mind that one day at the
Judgment seat of Christ (NWT 2 Cor. 5:10),
you will be judged by the One whom you
refer to as being a lesser deity.



“In order that all may honor the Son just as they honor the Father, He that does
not honor the Son does not honor the Father who sent him” (John 5:23) - from the

Do you honor the Lord Jesus Christ in the same way that you honor the Father
when you make the Son to be a “lesser deity?”’

“But I would not have you to be
ignorant, brethren, concerning them which
are asleep, that ye sorrow not, even as

believe that Jesus died and rose again, even
so them also which sleep in Jesus will God
bring with him. For this we say unto you
by the word of the Lord, that we which are
alive and remain unto the coming of the
Lord shall not prevent them which are
asleep. For the Lord himself shall descend
from heaven with a shout, with the voice of
the archangel, and with the trump of God:
and the dead in Christ shall rise first: Then
we which are alive and remain shall be
caught up together with them in the
clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: and so
shall we ever be with the Lord. Wherefore
comfort one another with these words.”
Dear friend, stop kidding yourself, and
no longer be deceived by the Watchtower
Society. This event did not take place in
