The Good News 

Dear Witness, 

Have YOU heard the Good News? Are 
YOU really informed? 

If you are. you must know, that God 
has started a NEW CREATION (2. Cor 5:17), 
for God was tired of the old, sinful world. Are YOU aware that this New Order, or . . "God's 
NEW CREATION", as the Bible calls it . 
is a spiritual Kingdom? It is NOT of this world 
(John 18:36). The Bible tells us, that it is a 
progressive Kingdom, turning from SPIRIT- 
UAL to LITERAL. From invisible to visible 

Do you know who was the very first ONE 
born into this SPIRITUAL KINGDOM of 
God? The Bible calls Jesus the FIRST-BORN 
and KING of God's New Kingdom (Col 1:18). 
He is the exalted King, enthroned ever since 

His resurrection. (Acts 2:33, Mt. 16:28). This 
is the Good News 
men of willing hearts to turn to the King 
Jesus in faith. Jesus gives the right 
who receive Him, to be born into this King 
dom and to become children of God (John 
1:12-13). 

God's Good News of TODAY is that, "He 
delivered us from the authority of darkness 
and transferred us into (the spiritual) King- 
dom of the Son of His love, by whom 
we have our release (from this fallen world) 
by ransom, the forgiveness of sins." (Col 1:13 
14). Note God's FÃCTS: 

Friend, enter this Kingd om spiritually you are 
NOT delivered, you remain in Satan's Kingdom, 
which is THIS World. Unless you are joined 
to Jesus spiritually in His now invisible 
Kingdom (the TRUE CHURCH). you stand 
condemned before Jehovah! Why? 

Remember the Fall in Eden. 
man lost fellowship with God? Only by ar- 
rangement through the Levitical priest-class 
was corporate worship possible at the time of 
the appearance of our Lord Jesus. Before the 
coming of our Lord Jesus, man could not turn 
to God and be saved eternally. Man was a 
sinner by inheritance, a descendant of Adam, 
condemned before Jehovah. Worse, he was 
spiritually dead, unable to communicate with 
God. Our Lord expressed this fact saying, "let 
the dead (in spirit) bury the dead." (Mt. 8:21- 
22).

every man finds himself in

NO Worship . . . unless 
In despair we say, "Lord, I see now!. . . 

Not only what I have done is wrong; I am 

wrong mny 
Slowly Romans 5:19 dawns on you. ""We are 

Sinners, we are members of a pcople, who 
are constitutionally other than what God 

intended them to be." By the Fall, a funda- 

mental change took place in the character of 

Adam, whereby he became a sinner, one un 

able to please God; in his likeness, we to 

are sinners by substance passed on to us. 
How did this come about ? "By the dis- 
obedience of one man" says the apostle. It is 

not just because I individually have sinned, 
that I am a sinner, but because I was in 
Adam when he sinned! Because by birth I 
come from

There is no way for a man to worship the 
Father unless he is "born-again' by the 
Spirit of Christ. For this very reason.. ." the 
last Adam became a life-giving Spirit." (1. 
Cor 15:45). Unless Christ by His Spirit 
imparts life to man he remains in the 'Flesh 
in Adam, sinful in the eyes of Jehovah ! 
Christ came to set yos free (of Adam) by 
bearing your sins. He was resurrected to 

impart life to you, pouring upon the believer 
His Holy Spirit (John 1:33, John 7:39, 
Ephes 2:1, 5). In His love for you, the Word 
(= Christ) came and dwelt among.. . the 
dead. ". . . the hour is coming, and now is, 
when the dead will hear the voice of the Son 
of God, and those who hear will live." (John 
5:25). "And you he made alive, when you 
were dead through the trespasses and sins in 
which you once walked. . ." (Ephes 2:1-2.5). 

whole nature is wrong." 

Adam, therefore I am part 

of him, and I can do NOTHING to alter 

this! I cannot, by improving my behaviour, 
make myself other than a part of Adam, 
and so I remain a sinner in and through him. 
Do you see the problem ? Our life comes 
from Adam. And that LIFE has to be 
changed! 

Never can we in the flesh of Adam wor- 
ship Jehovah, the Father in ... SPIRIT and 
TRUTH. Why ? Because God is HOLY. He 
cannot deal with anything less than perfect! 
(Mt 5:48). Unless man is restored to spiritual 
life, he cannot approach.. . nor worship the 
Father in SPIRIT and TRUTH. Our Lord 
clearly declares, "that which is born of flesh 
is flesh" (John 3:6). 

The New Creation 

Do you now understand the divine reason 
for the death and resurrection of the Lord 
Jesus ? His death. . . to pay for man's sin. 
His resurrection. . . to impart His Spirit for 
the New Life. ". . . because I live, you will 
live also." (John 14:19) (by means of my 
Spirit). God is not out to reform our life as 
the Watchtower teaches. It is not His aim to 
bring that life back as before the Fall. God 
is ruling out the dire possibility for man to 
stumble again . . and perish eternally. 
"Look! I am making all things New." (Rev 
21:5). God wants a NEW MAN; one born 
anew.. . born of God (Jn 1:12-13, Jn 3:1-12, 
2. Cor. 5:17, 1. Pet 1:23, Titus 3:4-8). God 
started His NEW CREATION . . . in Christ 
with the resurrection of our Lord. And the 
believer is spiritually resurrected with Him, 
says God in Ephes. 2:5-6. The believers are 
merged spiritually to Christ by faith and find 
themselves in Christ by experience, becoming 
His Body, the True Church. They are born 
anew, born into a spiritual sphere, into 
God's domain. "If any man be in Christ
Jesus, he is a NEW CR�ATION: old things 
are passed away; behold, all hings are 

become new." (2. Cor. 5:17). 

The Flesh 

What is the meaning of 
the 'Flesh' ? At times scripture is referring
to our own physical body. Jesus came in the 
physical body. "The Word became flesh. 
However, to the Romans, Paul says, "But 
you are NOT in the Flesh, you are in the 

." (Rom 8:9). Certainly the Romans 
were in the physical body, but Paul insists, 
"you are NOT in the flesh. . .", meaning that 

the Romans through the transforming power 
of the Spirit of God in them, had lost their 
natural selfish inclinations. They could give 
up SELF.. . their Will. .. for God's Wil. 
By the new power of Christ living in them 

8:1-2). 
Throughout Scripture these natural selfish 
inclinations of our nature, like greediness, 
desire etc., are called "the FLESH' We can- 
not in ourselves overcome this 'FLESH'. If 
you pretend you can overcome the 'flesh 
by means of your own discipline, the truth 
(= Christ) is not in you; you make Him aa 
liar, for you show that you have no ned of 
Him (1. John 1:7-10, 1. John 2:15-17).

In Christ we become 'spiritual men' as 

outlined in 1. Cor. 2:10-16. By divine act we 
have been transferred into the Kingdom o 
God (Col 1:13-14). Once in the Kingdom 
this is the law, "reckon yourselves to be dead 
unto sin (unto the old Adam), but alive unto 

God in Christ Jesus." (Rom 6:11). "Because 
We KNOW that our old nature was impalea 
With Him . . ." (Rom 6:6). . .we are dead
